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A Charitable Remainder Trust allows you to give assets such as cash, bonds, real estate and other 
assets to The Foundation of St. Joseph Seminary and Newman Theological College (the 
“Foundation”) or the Catholic Archdiocese of Edmonton (the “Archdiocese”) through a trust agreement.  
It permits you to retain the assets and/or the income they provide during your lifetime, and have them 
go to the Foundation or the Archdiocese upon your death or after a specified period of time.   
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Monetary Gifts: 
¨ You leave a legacy of the importance of Faith in your life by providing vital support for the 

future of priestly formation and theological education. 
¨ A Charitable Remainder Trust can provide you with a lifetime income. 
¨ Your gift may qualify for a tax receipt based on your age and the value of the Trust at the 

time it is arranged.  Tax planning will allow you to claim this receipt in the current tax year 
and for a period of up to five years.   

¨ You may choose to retain control over the investment of the Trust during your lifetime. 
¨ Upon death, the proceeds from the Charitable Remainder Trust pass directly to the Foun-

dation or the Archdiocese, and thus are generally not subject to probate fees and other 
estate costs. 

 
Real Estate and Other Assets: 

¨ You leave a legacy of the importance of Faith in your life by providing vital support for the 
future of priestly formation and theological education. 

¨ You can make arrangements to donate your asset(s) upon death, but still enjoy its/their 
use during your lifetime. 

¨ Your estate will receive a tax receipt for the appraised value of the asset at the time it is 
received by The Foundation of St. Joseph Seminary and Newman Theological College or 
the Catholic Archdiocese of Edmonton.
