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Life insurance polices are a popular form of planned gift.  The greatest advantage to both you and 
to The Foundation of St. Joseph Seminary and Newman Theological College (the “Foundation”) 
or the Catholic Archdiocese of Edmonton (the “Archdiocese”) is that a life insurance policy often  
enables the donor to give a much larger gift than they might otherwise be able to provide.   
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¨ You leave a legacy of the importance of Faith in your life by providing vital support 
for the future of priestly formation and theological education. 

¨ If you have an existing policy that is no longer needed for your business or your  
family’s welfare, you can donate it by designating the Foundation or the Archdiocese 
as the beneficiary and owner of the policy.  The Foundation will issue a tax receipt 
for the cash surrender value of the policy at that time, and you will receive a tax   
receipt for any additional premium payments made after the policy is assigned. 

¨ Should you arrange for a new policy with the Foundation or the Archdiocese as 
beneficiary and owner, you will receive income tax receipts for the full amount of the 
annual premiums paid.   

¨ When the Foundation or the Archdiocese is named as beneficiary of the life          
insurance policy it is not subject to probate, and the proceeds go directly to the 
Foundation or the Archdiocese upon the death of the donor. 

¨ By making it known to us that you have included the Foundation or the Archdiocese 
in your Will, you become eligible for membership in the Archbishop Joseph MacNeil 
Society – an honourary recognition program.  (Please see drop-down section on the
