What is Planned Giving?

They make a clear statement about the importance of
Faith in the life of the benefactor, while at the same time providing vital support for the future of priestly
formation and theological education.

The most common ways to make planned gifts are:

. Through gifts in your Will;

. By designating the Foundation or the Archdiocese of Edmonton as owner and/or
beneficiary of a Life Insurance policy;

. Through a trust whereby assets pass to the Foundation or the Archdiocese of Edmonton
after your death (called a Charitable Remainder Trust);

. Donations of Publicly Traded Securities;

. Real estate and other assets;

. Through named Endowment Funds.

Donors also give particular assets which may be eligible for special tax treatment, including:

. Publicly Traded Securities
. Real estate
. Other assets

By making it known to us that you have included the Foundation or the Archdiocese of Edmonton in
your Will/Estate Plan, you become eligible for membership in the Archbishop Joseph MacNeil
Society, an honourary recognition program.
